The footbridge over the Chelmer by turn off to Tilty is being repaired and hopefully will be completed in the near future so that the footpath can be re-opened.

River Interests

The river is in a good condition with plenty of fish in it. Cllr John Freeman reported that freshwater eels had been found in the river and Essex Wildlife Trust had visited to film them as they were quite rare. 
Road Safety/Highways

Our Chairman had contacted Rissa Long for an update on the VAS signs. The signs will be installed before the end of the year but Solargen (the firm who installs them) have visited the site and found that the verge opposite the school (on the edge of the field) is not suitable for the erection of a VAS sign. It has been suggested that the two signs should be on the school side of the road and maybe back to back.

The Council did not think this to be a good idea and felt the signs should be well before the school in both directions. Cllr John Freeman will talk to Rissa Long requesting that there are two posts with a good distance between them.
