1. Welcome to guests

The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.30pm and welcomed everyone to the July meeting.

4. Minutes of last meeting

The minutes of the meeting held 26th May 2016, having been circulated prior to the meeting were agreed and signed as a true record.

5. Matters arising : There were no matters arising.

6. Public Forum

The Chairman was asked if there was any news regarding the pavement from Rebecca Mead to the B184.

The Clerk reported that there had not been any dates given.

7. Village Hall

The Clerk read out the financial report as the Treasurer was on holiday.

Hirings received during the period 20th May – 19th July = £1,009.08

Payments for the same period = £573.14 . 

Caretaker £135 (May) – New Drainpipe  £10 – Unitronics £210 (sensor lights in toilet) – Affinity water £135.64 ( water) – Caretaker £82.50 ( June).

The Booking Clerk sent a report to say that the Chipper Dog Class was finishing due to retirement of leader but hopefully another person will be taking  over in September, this had yet to be confirmed.

8. Best Kept Village Update

Paul reported that Great Easton had been awarded a Merit in the Best Kept Village Competition. He said the community had got together because of the competition and a Community Association had been formed . Many other events will be taking place and it was hoped that the Soap Box Challenge will become an Annual Event in its own right and hopefully to extend the invitation to people outside the village to take part.

The expenditure for the competition was within the budget  allowed. 

8a,  Local Plan. Call for sites.

An email received from UDC stating that Great Easton has no outstanding planning permissions on large sites and no new sites have been granted planning permission since April (2016).

A number of sites were submitted through the Call for Sites and officers do not consider that any of these are worthy of further consideration for allocation under the proposed strategy.

However, the Parish Council are requested to seriously consider whether additional development would benefit the village and where this should take place,

A discussion took place and the council decided that as we were a small village any further enlargement would not benefit the village as we haven’t got the infrastructure to support this.

This reiterated the letter the Chairman sent to UDC in April 2016.

9. Laundry Lane

Rob Irvine, Chairman of Dunmow United Football Club, attended the meeting and gave an update on the  future plans of  the club.

The Club had had two projects since the last update to the Parish council

1. Application for a grant from the F.A. to build a new changing room facility. 

              2. Application to Land Securities and Paul Lock to lease some extra land for more football playing areas.
The grant had been turned down for several reasons, size of club and not being in the right area  were two of the  reasons, therefore the club were aiming to make changes to the facility to upgrade the standard until funding could be found. Much work had been done already and the contents of the facility had been insured. Rob asked the council if the building was insured as they couldn’t do it., not being the owners. ( clerk’s note: subsequently the club has been informed that the changing facility is insured by Zurich for buildings only)

Rob then gave the councillors a plan of  the new football areas as they have secured leases with Land Securities and Paul Lock for the extra land. The new proposed site should be ready by Oct/Nov 2016 . The lease is for 10 years with a 3 month notice period.
The Chairman thanked Rob for attending and for the update and wished the club well for the forthcoming season.

Notice of Proposed Development at Moat Park retirement Village.Great Easton.

Letters had been distributed to all residents of Great Easton and to the Parish Councillors to inform  us of the proposals being put forward by Moat Park Retirement Village, Great Easton.

The proposals being the development of nine ‘extra care’ dormer bungalows, extension of clubhouse facilities and extra lighting at the  entrance on the main B184 road.

A letter to be sent to Tetlow King Planning stating that whilst the Parish Council has no objections to the broad outline of the proposed development we are concerned on the matter of vehicular access.The B184 is a very busy road and although subject to a 40 mph speed restriction by the entrance the increase  traffic movement will cause potential safety issues when vehicles are utilising the entrance. A consideration maybe the opening up and improving the entrance to Moat Cottage opposite the premises of P&A Wood..



Playing Fields:


Giant Hog Weed is growing again, Paul and Tristan will attempt to spray both sides of the river.


Steve Smith requested permission to cut the grass on the two football pitches weekly rather than fortnightly .


He was requested to send the council a quote for this extra work before it being agreed.

Flytipping on the playing field in Duton Hill is becoming a problem. The clerk was asked  to obtain two notices stating:

Flytipping of garden waste is not permitted.

River Intersts

The river is in good condition. More fish in the river, and Essex Wildlife Trust are pleased with the work being carried out.

Road Safety/Highways

The VAS signs should be in place outside the school soon.

Airport

S.S.E. have taken MAG (owners of Stansted airport) to court over their compensation still being withheld. 

This compensation was due to be paid after Phase 2 of the development of Stansted (2001 – 2007) was completed. The compensation has been held back as the work of increasing the taxiways etc has not been completed. The judge has said the airport are liable to pay so must act on it quickly. Residents who apply will have to prove their property has been devalued. S.S.E. will have all the relevant details on how to apply  on their website, but warned it will be a long hard fight to get any compensation. Brian Ross (S.S.E.)  stated that residents would need professional advice before applying.
11. Clerk’s correspondence

EALC sent a letter of congratulations to the residents of Great Easton for obtaining a Merit award in the Best Kept Village Competition. 

Sir Alan Haselhurst sent a letter re concerns of a resident regarding the speed restrictions on the B184. Sir Alan was informed of the Parish Council application for VAS signs and that it had been agreed to have permanent signs erected.

Terry informed the meeting that although the field had been harvested by the ‘closed off’ footbridge, no work had begun yet.

There were many weeds growing from the gutters in Abbey View, Duton Hill. Could we ask the Highway Rangers if they could spray them.
