1. Welcome

The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.30pm and welcomed everybody to the February meeting of the Parish Council.

4. Minutes of last meeting

Minutes of the meeting held 28th January 2016, having been circulated prior to the meeting, were agreed and signed as a true record.

5. Matters arising : There were no matters arising

6. Public Forum

Jackie Deane informed the meeting that the 313 bus service is going to be continued between 8.15am – 3.30pm. Also a demand response service will begin operating on 10th April 2016 . Any resident can use this service between 6am – 8pm, it will pick up and return from your home or bus stop  anywhere in zone 2 area . This service will go to Dunmow, Saffron Walden and Braintree.

Essex County Council will issue explanatory  leaflets, containing the phone number to book. Bus passes will be accepted and the service will be running 7 days per week.

E.C.C. will be holding quarterly meetings in Foakes Hall for anyone to attend.

A discussion took place on the ‘Call for sites’ for development. Four sites have been identified within Great Easton and Tilty Parish.  The Parish Council will put forward their opinions on the sites, all discrepancies to be noted and to agree or disagree to the ‘suitablility ‘ findings.
Concerns were made regarding the very large pot hole/crater on the access to the field behind the village hall, which is used to access the village hall car park. The clerk will write to the owner to request it to be filled in.

7. Village Hall

The Treasurer reported that monies banked amounted to £501.00 ( Party £96 – Upholstery Class £405)
Payments made: Caretaker £144 (Dec.Jan) - Five Parishes Mag  £60 (advert) – B.Gas £124.80 (gas) – B. Gas £109.04 (electric) – Sundries £12.44 ( p.ribbon).

Balance as at 26 February : 2016 £29,143.36 
The heating engineers attended to fix the boiler. A new part will be fitted next week and repair to the leaking radiator.

8. Best Kept Village

Paul brought the council up to date with the organisation for the Best Kept Village competition. Areas in need of attention were noted. The oak tree from the war memorial green has been replanted by the river on Great Easton playing Field. The design of the village sign was shown to the meeting. P&A Woods had donated £500 towards the overall cost. The Chairman suggested that a budget should be given from the P.C. towards the overall expenditure. The amount will be decided at the March meeting, giving the councillors time to think about it.

Open Gardens and Scarecrow Festival on 19th June. Other activities are being organised.

River Interests:


Tristan reported that there were approx 8 saplings growing in river at Brocks Mead, he has written and sent  


photographs to the environment agency as it is creating a flood hazard.


Road Safety/Highways:


The  survey data results from the VAS scheme have been received which indicates that the northbound traffic  

would meet the criteria for a permanent VAS. The southbound does not quite meet the criteria but we are 

hopeful that a permanent one for both directions will be approved.

The requested footway from Rebecca Mead through to the junction with the B184 has been inspected by the   Validation Engineer for the Highways Panel, they now need to undertake boundary checks to ascertain ownership of the land and on the assumption that all land is in Highways ownership or if belonging to residents they are in agreement to transfer it to Essex for construction, this would be a viable scheme to take forward.
The boundary information has been requested with a view to request money from the Uttlesford panel to proceed with design works.
Airport: Nothing to report.

A  request for a donation from Uttlesford Community Travel. It was agreed to make a donation of £200

12. Any other business

Pot hole at bottom entrance to Abbey View on Duton Hill Road

Overgrown hedges in Duton Hill encroaching onto Highways. Mainly at Tudor Cottage and Harlington. It was suggested a letter be sent to these houses requesting them to cut the hedges back, if no reply from them to ask Nigel Messer to flail them.

Tristan referred to Item 6 – Assets of Community Value of the minutes dated 25.11.15, and the request by Mr. Connell that his full submission be attached to the minutes of the meeting to ensure that future members of the Parish Council would not retract on the decision This was discussed and it was concluded that existing parish councillors were not in a position to tie the hands of future decision making. It was noted that the regulations allow other community and voluntary organisations to nominate Assets of Community Value – the Parish Council is one of a number of designated bodies.
