Playing Fields:

Burns Playing Field. Damage to seat has been inspected and repairs will be carried out in due course.

Great Easton Playing Field: The oak tree which was transplanted from the village green has not survived. 

Footpaths: Nothing to report

River Interests: The water is low but clear. There is a lot of Giant Hog Weed along the river from Duton Hill to Great Easton. Action: Cecile will talk to the farmer. If he would like the PC to spray it they will with permission to go on the farmers land.

Highways and Safety:

Tilty and Duton Hill road signs have been repaired. Approval has been given for down lights to be put over the entrance signs to Maynards House.

Airport:

Stanstead Airport Ltd have issued a EIA ( Environmental Input Assessment) Scoping Document for people to have their say regarding their planned application to increase

passenger numbers from 35mppa to 44.5mppa. 

As they requested comments to be lodged by 28th July and it did not give the Parish Council time to discuss the document at a meeting, the Chairman wrote a letter on behalf of the Parish Council to this effect:
‘The figures on incremental flights/passenger numbers relate to increases above their current planning approval of 35mppa…..not the current throughput of passenger numbers of approx 24.5 mppa.
Using the 35mppa scenario it shows an increase of 11,000 flights per annum.

In reality the true increase from todays’ numbers (i.e. 2017) to the proposed increase of 44.5mppa is 104,000 flights per annum, or 2000 per week which equates to an average of an extra 290 flights per day.

Stansted Airport Ltd., state in its Scoping Report “ It should be noted that at this time no significant adverse environmental effects are predicted as a consequence of the proposed development”.

An 83% increase in passenger numbers and a 58% increase in flights will have a serious impact on the local community…..noise, pollution and especially the local road network and further exasperated by the local housing development currently under review.’

On the current forecast on passenger numbers, it will be at least 2023/2024 before STAL reach the 35mppa…..why is there such a rush to get this scoping document approved ?

Is there a hidden agenda, that if approval is given for an increase to 44.5mppa  will this be an opening for negotiations to recommence on a second runway application ? 

9. UDC Local Plan- New Gardens Settlement Proposals

Jackie Deane )Deputy Town Clerk for Dunmow) gave the meeting a concise and full explanation of the Draft Local Plan, asking Great Easton and Tilty Parish Council  to consider the following motions.

1) Agreement in principle to join with Great Dunmow Town Council to oppose the new garden settlement at Easton Park by initially submitting a joint response to the Regulation 18 Local Plan Consultation.

2) To agree in principle to join with Great Dunmow Town Council in taking legal advice for our Regulation 18 response, with a view to appointing specialist consultants as required to advise and represent the group of councils on key objections throughout the process and for representation at the independent Local Plan Examination, which we expect to be in the summer of 2018.

3) To nominate your clerk or a councillor as your point of contact with the Great Dunmow Town Clerk and Deputy Clerk, to convey to us your parish’s key objections and mitigation proposals, which will be included in our joint correspondence and representation.

4) To agree in principle to contribute financially to professional fees at each stage of the process, with proportionate contributions to be discussed with agreed interested parties at a later date.

The Regulation 18 Local Plan Consultation deadline for responses is 4th September 2017 , Great Dunmow Town Council have respectfully request feedback from our PC as soon as possible.
John Lewis ( Chairman of GE&TPC) thanked Jackie for the update. He told the meeting that as this , like the airport, would continue for years he would like a councillor to become the dedicated point of contact as he would not be able to continue after 2019. He proposed that at our next meeting on 31st August 2017 the Local Plan would be given priority and all the above
motions would be fully discussed. He could see no reason why the first two could not be agreed in principle but 3) and 4) would need serious discussion. He hoped ALL PARISH COUNCILLORS would make this meeting a priority and attend.
