Zurich Insurance advising the Parish Council that the three year long term agreement has finished and this year they have offered quotes for 1 year - £1,951.85, and long term agreements of 2 years £1,858.44 and 5 years £1,765.06.  It was agreed to confirm the 5 year long term agreement.

Permission had been granted from Bob Trembath that the PC could go onto his land to enable the trees to be removed from the river.

An email from Cllr Simon Walsh that the Highways maintenance team had cleared the culvert defect at Cox Hill, but that the damaged reflector posts on the triangle at Cox Hill, damaged by diverted traffic were a P4 low priority for repair. Residents had repaired them to the best of their ability.
